INFORMATION AND GAMES RULES

DANCING RULES:

1.  Classification of Dancers:  S.O.B.H.D. rules will apply to all classes.

2.  All dancers must perform steps from the Official Text Book of the S.O.B.H.D.  Set steps for the current year will be required for Championships.

3.  Dancers may be disqualified for communicating with the Judges or Piper or for being coached by a spectator or teacher while competing.

4.  The scoring system of the S.O.B.H.D. will be in effect.  88 points for 1st, 56 points for 2nd, 38 points for 3rd, 25 points for 4th, 16 points for 5th and 10 points

     for 6th.
  In case of a tie, S.O.B.H.D. rules will govern.

5.  National trophies will be awarded for the National Dances including Hornpipes and Jigs.

6.  The “First to Enter” – “Last to Dance” rule will be strictly enforced for Championships and all National Dances on Saturday & Sunday.

7.  To qualify for the City of Dundee Shield, a contestant must win a 1st prize in the Premier 7 yrs & under 12 yrs, 12 yrs & under 14, or 14 yrs & under

     16 yrs in the Highland Fling, Sword Dance or Seann Triubhas.  The dance will be drawn from one of these dances.

8.  The Dorothy Christie Memorial Trophy will be awarded to the Premier dancer 16 and over with the highest aggregate points for both days including 

      Championships.

9.  All competitors must be registered for 2010 and have their current registration cards with them in order to collect awards.

GENERAL RULES:

1.  The Caledonian Club of San Francisco reserves the following rights:  to cancel or combine any event; to reject any entry; to require competitors in case of a

      tie to again compete to break the tie.

2.  Competitors will not be allowed to dance out of turn.

3.  The Caledonian Club of San Francisco will not be responsible for lost articles or accidents to spectators or competitors.

4.  Valid 2010 registration cards must be shown or you will not be allowed to collect awards.  S.O.B.H.D. rule.

5.  Entries received after July 6, 2010 will not be in the program.
6.  Any protest must be signed and given to the Dancing Chairman with a fee of $30.00 immediately after the posting of results.  If protest is sustained, the fee

     will be returned.
