Competition Rules  

·  SOBHD rules will be followed. 
• Last to enter first to dance. 
• Dancers who are registered for 2011, but do not have their valid 

card with them may dance. However, any awards won will be 
held until the dancer sends a copy of their card to the organ-
izer, within 10 days following the competition. NEW Rule for 
2011:  All dancers without their valid registration cards must 
provide a copy of the card to the organizer within 10 days re-
gardless of whether they won any awards. 

• Primary events and awards will be finished before the lunch 
break. 

• Communication by a dancer or parent of a dancer with the 
judge or piper is not allowed and is grounds for disqualifica-
tion. 

• All competitors are expected to comply with the Code of Eth-
ics as printed by FUSTA. 

• Behavior by any competitor considered unacceptable, whether 
on or off the platform, that disrupts the competition, competi-
tors, organizers or judge may be grounds for disqualification 
from the competition as decided by the organizer(s) and/or the 
judge. 

• Any dancer not on hand when their event takes place will for-
feit their entry in that event. 

• All dances, except those specified as special dances, count to-
wards trophy. 

• Awards for Premier 16 & Over Dances—1st place - $20, 2nd 
place - $15, 3rd place - $10. 

• Age groups will be determined after all entries have been re-
ceived.  Organizer reserves the right to split or combine classes 
the day of the competition. 

• Any protest must be handed in writing to the appropriate com-
mittee, properly signed, accompanied by a fee of $10.  If pro-
test is sustained, fee will be returned.  Protests must be made 
immediately following posting of results. 

 
Note: We plan to complete three dances in the morning session.  
Except for the Intermediate class (Jig to Hornpipe), dancers 
should have their costume change during the lunch hour.  Pre-
mier dancers will start with nationals, in the order listed on the 
form.  This is subject to change and an approximate itiner-
ary will be provided the day of the games.

Most Promising Pre-Premier - Judges choice  
Donald Campbell Memorial Shield - Highest Aggregate Points, 
Premier 15 & Under 
Chieftan’s Trophy - Highest Aggregate Points, Premier 16 &

Lindajean Grillo Trophy - Awarded to the Premier over 30 with 
the highest aggregate points.
